to make decisions on how she would support two 

children alone.  The nurse who did her ultrasound 
remarks that, “Kyla put 100% awareness into doing what 

is best for the babies.”  Born in December, three months 
premature, the girls are still in the NICU of Denver Children’s but are gaining 
weight and growing, with tests showing no long term health issues. Kyla is 

grateful that CHOICES kept in touch throughout her pregnancy, though she 
moved several times. “I absolutely adore the entire staff and would refer a 

friend so they can have the good experience that I had!”

Equity primarily composed of two owned facili-
ties, ultrasound machine and cash reserves. 

Liabilities are limited to the two mortgages, held 
by Park State Bank and Trust, each with a bal-
ance less than 1/4 of the appraised value of the 
property. 

FINANCIAL SUMMARY:   

Each of us on the governing board of CHOICES are monthly donors, including our Executive Director.  

Spending decisions are weighed carefully, with the goal to maximize impact in the community while 

respecting the sacrifice that went into every dollar donated from our local citizens.  In addition to 

strong local, individual support, the in-kind donations of diapers, wipes and baby clothing, equip-

ment and supplies help our resources stretch much further.  

CHOICES has been very blessed to be able to reduce our overall debt this year.  The Cripple Creek 

mortgage was due for renewal and Park State Bank and Trust lowered our rate by one full percentage 

point.  That facility will be fully debt free in under five years.  The next goal is to see the Woodland 

Park mortgage reduced and paid off much faster than the 18 years of remaining amortization.  Please 

consider joining us in that effort during 2016!
